To develop their social skills, pupils undertake extensive fieldwork in their local community. They consider ethical issues arising from coastal, river, town and rural studies listening to differing views whilst coming to their own conclusions. Through role play they resolve conflicts and learn how to negotiate and work as a pair or team.





Spiritual


Through the exploration of and curiosity about our amazing world, children develop a feeling of awe and wonder. Pupils are given time to reflect on the diverse nature of our world and the extreme environments within it.


They use their imagination and creativity in learning and recording in geography and consider mankind impact on the way it is used and abused.





Moral


Children discuss moral and ethical issues to help them to understand their responsibilities as individuals and as a community. Discussion, debate, role play and decision making activities all contribute to developing their own view and appreciating that of others in society. The develop their understanding of right and wrong but understand that the context in which they live may be very different to other individuals and communities. 





Cultural


Through their exploration of differing societies and cultures, children develop respect for difference. They begin to understand the cultural differences within society in the UK, North East and Sunderland and how that has changed over time.


Art, music and dance are used to explore societies and response to geographical enquiry.
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
