

Social


Pupils will learn how to listen well and respectfully to points of view and when encountering people from different faiths. Through key questions they will develop empathy and critical awareness. 


RE will also provide a time for pupils to consider their rights and responsibilities while learning about the key beliefs and teachings within religions.


Pupils will also learn the key skill of debate and speaking and listening through paired and group work.








Spiritual


In RE opportunities of stillness and reflection are planned. Through the use of key questions, pupils reflect on their own beliefs religious and otherwise, and the beliefs of others whilst developing a respect for peoples’ faith, feelings and values.


Developing a sense of enjoyment and fascination in learning about themselves others and the world around them. Using creativity and imagination in their learning and a willingness to reflect on their own experiences.





Moral


Through the use of key questions, pupils are further developing their moral values, deciding what is right and wrong and creating their own system of values. They will explore how, in many religions, moral values are integral to religious stories. Pupils will be invited to consider how the actions of one person has consequences. They will be invited to debate ethical issues, develop an opinion and express their views using carefully thought out reasoning.





Cultural


Pupils will explore cultural diversity through the study of a range of religions. They will study special books, places of worship and different types of community.


In RE expression of faith through art, music and literature will contribute to the pupils’ cultural development.


Pupils will consider the relationship between festivals and religion ad how religious belief contributes to cultural identity.
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
